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BACKGROUND

Hidalgo County Drainage District
No. 1 has been aggressively
improving drainage infrastructure
throughout the County. In-house
projects, as well as funds from the
2018 Bond, leveraged by state
and federal resources, have all
contributed greatly to bringing
many drainage improvement
projects to fruition. With proper
funding in place, the District is
able to accelerate projects more
rapidly to completion, contributing
to the overall positive drainage
infrastructure health of the County.
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NEED

There is a tremendous need

to improve major systems to
ensure our area is adequately
prepared to during major
rainfall events. The District has
strategically worked closely
with partnering cities within

the County to identify and
prioritize those projects that
would have the greatest impact
in expanding drainage capacity
and addressing the most critical
infrastructure improvements
needed in the County's
drainage system.

PROPOSAL

To address the most critical drainage
infrastructure improvements and expansions
of these arteries and channels to mitigate
potential threats from catastrophic flooding
and protect lives and property, the Hidalgo
County Drainage District No. 1 is proposing
a bond in the amount of $135 million for
drainage infrastructure improvements in
regional main arteries as well as the lateral
drains that serve all our communities.
